Extent of Use 
According to the 2004 National Survey on Drug Use and Health, approximately 22.8 million Americans ages 12 and older reported using inhalants at least once during their lifetimes, representing 9.5% of the population ages 12 and older. Nearly 2.3 million (0.9%) reported past year inhalant use and 638,000 (0.3%) reported past month inhalant use. 
Among students surveyed as part of the 2005 Monitoring the Future study, 17.1% of eighth graders, 13.1% of tenth graders, and 11.4% of twelfth graders reported lifetime use of inhalants.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) also conducts a survey of high school students throughout the United States called the Youth Risk Behavior Surveillance System (YRBSS). Among students surveyed for the 2003 YRBSS, 12.1% reported using inhalants at least one time during their lifetimes. 
During 2004, 8.5% of college students and 11.6% of young adults (ages 19-28) reported lifetime use of inhalants.
